We will review the offer/s with you and decide
if you agree to the terms of the offer. If you do,
you will sign it and accept it!

If there are terms that you are not comfortable
with, we can write a counter offer to see if the
buyers will agree to the adjusted terms.

Once the terms are agreed upon, buyers may
set up a home inspection. If there are defects
discovered in the inspection, the buyer may
ask you to fix them or adjust the price
accordingly. We will help you to navigate
through this.

The buyer’s lender will have an appraisal done
on the home to see if the lender agrees that
the home is worth the amount in the offer.

Closing usually happens 30-45 days after an
accepted offer. You will need to be completely
moved out before closing, unless otherwise
agreed upon.
